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	The art of dance started at the age of 4 when I saw Michael Jackson do the moonwalk. I knew then that I could do really cool things with my body. My dad soon started a Filipino dance troupe where I became a dancer, choreographer and eventually an artistic director for by the age of 20.  I then left home to seek new expressions. I learned Hip Hop, Street Performance, Physical Theatre, Clowning, Miming, Circus, Contact Juggling and Acting along the way. As a multi-disciplinary artist, I couldn't just focus on one art form, so I created one-woman shows where I can do all my interests in one show. I've made 5 one-women shows and travelled around the world performing and teaching. When I was in elementary I saw my first school show. I thought the actors were so lucky to do that every day. Today, I'm a very lucky gal!

	Movement & Multi-Media Storytelling - 1 hour show. One person will switch in and out of different characters right before your eyes, even shadows and video recorded ones too. You might be asked by one of the characters to come up, you might be asked questions to think about. Students are encouraged to laugh and cheer when appropriate, yet maintain respectful attentive silence when necessary. 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	About the Art Form

	
	Dianna David has been granted by the Canada Council for the Inter-Arts to develop this show piece. Inter-Arts means to fuse 2 or more art forms together. Dianna's Filipino character Estrude de Bompoof is a Clown who doesn't speak, like a Mime.  She wanted her to be an endearing silent character like Mr. Bean or the famous mime, Marcel Marceau. Estrude de Bompoof's special passion is her ability to Contact Juggle. Contact juggling is a new form of juggling popularized in the 80s by a man name Michael Moschen. It involves rolling, spinning, balancing or holding a ball in a certain way to create visual illusions like magic. It takes a lot of skill and practice. Lastly, along with the Hip Hop Street Dancing mixed throughout the show, Dianna does shadow play in front and behind a rear projection screen where she does choreographed movements with multi-media projections.

· Message: Dianna really wants kids to know that they have the power to do so much, even change someone's life.
